In arrangement with the Towerrunning World Association, the event will maintain its status 

as the European championship, welcoming the best towerrunners in Europe and, as is the 

tradition for the event, accompanied by a run for amateurs. 

The RONDO 1 Run Up is a charity sports event, and the jubilee edition of the competition 

will once again support SOS Children’s Villages in Poland. To date, the event has contributed 

over PLN 225,000 to the SOS Children’s Villages Association in Kraśnik.
